APPROVAL OF   TREASURER'S REPORT – Linda Attaway gave Treasurer Report and attached to Minutes.
Linda motioned to approve Consent Calendar, seconded by Wyvonna and motion carried.
BOARD MEMBER ITEMS:
Chairwoman:  Cheryl report on the Cal Trans meeting she attended regarding the upcoming road construction on Hwy 139.  She reported that they listened to the feedback given by the community in attendance and the concerns regarding the closing of the highway and alternative suggestions.  Cal Trans will have another public comment meeting for more feedback.  Suggestions of alternative road for access, evac helicopter at Grasshopper Rd. and that we need to write letters of concern.

Secretary’s report: Credit cards were received and distributed, requested Carbon Monoxide Detector to be purchased (Cheryl said she may have one to donate), asked if anyone knew who our website domain registration was through, gave invoicing update for 3rd quarter billing.

Fire Safe Council Committee report: Sue reported on email received from Hailey Hannah of LFSC.  Fire Chief Ryan would like to have another Coffee with the Fire Chief and invite LFSC to event.  He would also like to mail out cards to the community to log hours worked for home hardening efforts to use for our Firewise hours needed annually and mail them out with next newsletter, both to be added to next Agenda.   
Web Manager:  Sue was able to remove old Covid information and clean up homepage.  Fire Chief Ryan would like to see some updated photo’s added to website.

OLD BUSINESS:
     1.  ACTION ITEM: Linda motioned to remove the “Fill the Boot” Drive from the 

          Agenda as an Action Item, seconded by Wyvonna and motion carried.  Fire Chief  

          Ryan indicated they would participate and coordinate with Susanville and 

          consider doing our own next year.
     2.  ACTION ITEM: The board is to review the Workplace Violence Prevention Plan 

          Draft and decide on who is responsible for the reporting, the logs and notice to 

          the proper channels.  Wyvonna motioned to table the Workplace Violence 

          Prevention Plan to the next board meeting, seconded by Linda and motion 

          carried.  
NEW BUSINESS: 
1. ACTION ITEM: Sue advised the Board that the CSD needed to update records on paystubs to include year to date info., and consider adding QuickBooks payroll plan addition in order to keep better track of payroll, W-2’s, W-9’s, 1099’s, etc…Ryan gave input and was in agreement that QuickBooks payroll should be implemented.  Wyvonna motioned to have Sue check into the cost of adding QuickBooks payroll to our current plan and bring to the next meeting, seconded by Linda and motion carried. 
2. ACTION ITEM:  The Board reviewed the Budget from the County Records and it was determined that our records do not coordinate with the County as far as categories and figures.  Linda motioned to table the Budget Review until the April meeting so that Sue has time to research our Budget vs. the County records, seconded by Wyvonna and motion carried.

3. ACTION ITEM:  The Board was advised that the Sewer System Procedures needed updating due to language contradictions and the current fee incorrect.  We are still charging $100.00 and it should be $300.00.  Linda motioned to have Jack & Hal review the current procedures to see what needs to be updated, seconded by Wyvonna and motioned carried.  Sue is to gather all of the Sewer System Procedures and provide two copies for Jack and Hal to review and type up updated procedures for the next board meeting.  
4. ACTION ITEM:  The Board reviewed the new copier contract from Forest Office.  It was discussed whether we needed such an advanced copier and it was requested that Sue speak with Forest Office regarding different models of copiers.  Linda motioned to table until Sue can bring back additional options/information regarding different copier models, seconded by Wyvonna and motion carried.
5. DISCUSSION ITEM:  Sue requested the Board consider alternatives to the current internet provider (Frontier) as its speed is not adequate.  The internet drops constantly, every click of the computer takes 10-30 seconds and we can no longer scan or stream as there is not enough internet speed to do so. The Board also discussed the high cost of our 4 telephone lines The Board made suggestions for Sue to check into costs with US Cellular, T-Mobile and AT&T for availability/costs and see where we can save money and possibly change providers and bring back to the next board meeting.
