Fire Chief:  Ryan reported that there were approx. 7-8 call-outs, the 1821 structure engine has an oil leak and he will get quotes to fix, their patrol for the 4th of July for fire safety went well and nothing adverse to report.  Ryan will be putting in for a new fire captain.
Interim General Manager Thomas:  Nothing to report.
Secretary’s report: Sue advised the board that the 2024-2025 sewer bills were mailed, our property owner list was updated with the county records and APN’s were corrected in Q.B.’s, the Firenet reimbursement was received, and direction was given on where to deposit the fire donation, the Castlerock pymt, and refund from the Water Board.  
Board Member Items: Linda asked if we should have some sort of structure to protect the Water Tender.  May look into in the future.
Fire Safe Council Committee report:  It was reported that the LSFC was done with the Wildfire Preparedness Grant in Stones/Buck’s Bay at this time and currently out of funds.  They may be able to return in the Fall if additional funds could be obtained.
Web Manager:  Sue added Ryan’s flyer regarding burn suspension and the powerpoint presentation from the LFSC to the website.
